Born with Cystic Fibrosis, Aaron received a second chance, 
with the gift of life, a double lung transplant on Thanksgiv-
ing Day seven and a half years ago.  He was the longest 

living person of his age group from the University of Washing-
ton with a double lung transplant.  He received the gift of life 
with a purpose.  A purpose to live life to the fullest, as an in-
spiration to all, giving of his time and energy to all those with 
whom he came in contact.  He filled others with hope and was 
an amazing source of inspiration.  He seemed to have a fire burn-
ing within him to get up each day and make his day purpose-
ful, to touch someone, to accomplish one more goal.  As we 
all know, he was his own best advocate and at times his own 
worst enemy. He knew how to stretch his limits beyond what 
anyone would believe he could do.  Aaron was a fire-fighter, a 
fire-chief, a satellite installer, and a member of the Back Country 
Horsemen.  He performed numerous hours of volunteer work 
for the community as a director on the board for The Soul Café, 
at Providence Hood River Hospital, and for the Cystic Fibrosis 
Foundation.  He also spent many hours clearing trails for the

Back Country Horsemen.  
	 Aaron loved to ride his horse.  Riding gave Aaron a sense 
of freedom that he had never felt in his life. It allowed him to go 
places he would have never been able to get to.  It gave him the 
ability to be where he loved to be, in the woods.  It gave him a 
relationship not only with his horse and nature but a bond with 
other riders.  It allowed him to belong.  It was huge in his life.  
He completed a 30 mile endurance race in Glenwood last year 
and came in third place.
	 Aaron continued to ride even when he went back on oxygen 
in August of last year. He devised a way to strap the oxygen 
tanks to the saddle and get on the trail.
	 Magic was the horse Aaron won that race on and, when he 
kept her stabled at Country Club Stables, he wrote her name on 
her stall as: “Put a little MAGIC in my day” 
	 Services were held at Providence Hood River Hospital on 
Wednesday, Jan. 30.  Another service will be held in June (date 
to be determined) at the Mt. Adams Horse Camp. 
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There are many positive things we as horsemen can do to en-
sure we retain our right to ride on public and private land. 
Among them are to work closely with the land managers 

and politicians to develop policies favorable to equestrians. We 
can participate in the public process where decisions are made 
concerning the use of the public lands. We can also work with 
the land managers to develop, build and maintain facilities, in-
cluding trails, which will accommodate horsemen. We can learn 
the proper way to handle our horses and interact with other trail 
users to ensure compatibility with other users and the environ-
ment. Much of this is good common trail sense and some comes 
through the application of specific training, including Leave No 
Trace principles. 
	 These are all good, positive approaches that in combination 
can lead to wonderful resources in the form of access to public 
and private land. But the positive things are not the only activi-
ties that affect our future as horsemen. There is also the negative 
side of the picture. This includes the physical and mental ap-
proach we take to caring for the land and interacting with other 
recreationalists. 
	 Rather than talk in generalities, I would rather point out 
some specific actions that can, and will, have specific negative 
affects on our future. What I am about to say may offend some, 
but so be it. 
	 Today, several of us rode at Mt. Spokane State Park. This is 
my second trip to the mountain in three weekends. This time we 
parked at the snowmobile parking lot. As we drove by the paved 
parking lot at the hairpin turn, we could see piles of manure on 
the pavement. When we got to the upper parking lot there was 
more manure. Two weeks ago when we parked at the switch-
back there was manure on the pavement when we arrived. Bot-
tom line is if we leave trailheads in this condition we will loose 
our rights to use the public lands and will loose a tremendous 
amount of support from the public. I do not enjoy parking in 
someone else’s manure pile and neither do the hikers and bicy-
clists that share these facilities. We spend hours in public and 
private meetings fighting for our rights and I can tell you that if 
this continues we will have no argument in our favor. 

	 There is absolutely no reason for this! The answer is simple, 
pick up the manure before you leave the trailhead. Either broad-
cast the manure into the bushes or put it in your trailer to dispose 
of at home. It is amazing how quickly a few bad acts can destroy 
years of work. For example, we can no longer park horse trailers 
at Bear Creek Lodge at the entrance of Mt. Spokane State Park. 
This is the specific result of a few individuals shoveling manure 
out of their trailers onto this private land. I sit in meetings with 
Sam and what can I to say in our defense. He has a business to 
run. This problem is not limited to Mt. Spokane State Park. We 
see it at many trailheads. 
	 If you are not guilty of leaving a mess at a trailhead then 
“thank you” and I encourage you to pick up after the inconsider-
ate horsemen that leave the mess. If you do leave a mess, and are 
offended by the message, then I encourage you to change your 
ways before we all lose our rights to use these trails and others. 
That is about as blunt as I can say it. 
	 Commercial message: If you would like to be a part of the 
solution, then I encourage you to join Back Country Horsemen 
of Washington. I am a member of the Inland Empire Chapter and 
we always welcome new members that support our mission of 
preserving the rights of responsible horsemen to use horses and 
mules on public land.

On a very mild January day, 
I set off to scout out an area 
new to me for a Pendleton 

Backcountry Horsemen ride to be 
held later in the month. This area sits 
in a narrow strip of land along the 
Columbia River behind a dam, so 
the river here is actually called Lake 
Wallula. The river is huge.  With 
the wind whipping up white-capped 
waves, you feel as though you were 
riding along cliffs high above the 
ocean. The trail is about five or six 
miles long one way. It’s an old rail-
road grade now named “The Lewis and Clark Commemorative 
Trail” (About 20 minutes from Hermiston, Oregon). There are 
three trailheads; one at each end and one in the middle. I rode 
from Warehouse Beach Trailhead (at the northeast end) which 

Riding “Hat Rock State Park” and the 
Lewis and Clark Trail

is set up nicely for horse trailers 
with roomy loop parking, hitching 
rails and a clean outhouse. Though 
the trail is wide, as railroad grades 
tend to be, the views of both the wa-
ter and basalt rock formations are 
wonderful! There is lots of room to 
canter for miles and miles; about ¼ 
of the trail is rocky/gravelly so I’d 
advise shoes for your horse. I have 
been told that when the temperatures 
get good and warmed up, there are 
rattlesnakes galore but for winter 
and early spring riding, this area is 

tops. Also I’ve heard that the wind can really blow hard here, (as 
it often does anywhere along the Columbia River) but when I re-
turned east to my trailer I found both the sun and wind at my back 
very comfortable. An excellent ride!
